A COMMITTEE PROPOSAL

Amending Section 1 of Article X111 of the Chuuk State Constitution
relating to the general election of the State of Chuuk.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE THIRD STATE CONSTITUTIONAL CONVENTION:
Section 1. Amendment. Section 1 of Article X111 of the
Chuuk State Constitution is hereby amended, to read as
follows:

"Section 1.

(a) A general election shall be held every 4 years on
the first Tuesday following the first Monday in July. IFf
the general election date i1s changed from July due to
natural disaster which precludes the holding of an election
on the date set, the election shall be held as prescribed by
statute.

(b) The terms of the Legislature, the Governor, and
Lieutenant Governor elected pursuant to this section shall
begin on October 1, 2008 following the general election.

The Legislature shall convene at 10:00 a.m. on that day."
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
